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Proposed Walleye Limit Changes 
Earlier this year, the Lakes 
Association requested the DNR 
to start the process to change 
the walleye possession limits 
on Little Boy and Wabedo 
Lakes to three.  The Board of 
Directors discussed the fishing 
pressure that both of our lakes 
were receiving and decided 
that special regulations were 
needed.   

We consulted with Dick Stern-
berg, who was instrumental in 
the Walker Area Walleye Coa-
lition successes of additional 
stocking for our lakes.  We 
also talked to other members of 
the Walker Area Walleye Coa-
lition.  In the end we opted for 
the three fish limit as opposed 
to a slot limit because of con-
cerns with fish mortality rates 

of the slot limits.  (Even with 
those mortality concerns, we 
still actively support the catch 
and release of walleye, espe-
cially those over 18 inches.) 

Our reasoning for requesting 
this change included a number 
of factors:  Leech Lake has had 
some problems with its walleye 
population and some of those 
fishermen are frequenting our 
lakes; other area lakes have 
implemented special walleye 
regulations driving some of the 
people who normally fish those 
lakes to visit our lakes; and our 
concern that if we didn’t do 
something, our lakes could not 
sustain the fishing pressure they 
were receiving. 

The DNR plans to hold public 
meetings on Tuesday October 

30th at the Wabedo Town Hall 
at 6pm to 8pm to hear com-
ments on this proposal.  Please 
let the DNR know that you 
support this change.  You can 
show up at the meeting and 
provide verbal support, you can 
mail in your letter of support, 
and you can email your show of 
support.

pm temp mid 70's and water temp is 78. 
Light wind.  Using the fake frog that our 
son Joe game me to use.  It paddles its 
back feet when it is reeled in.  He said 
bass go nuts for it but they are hard to 
hook.  Without any hook set I caught one 
of the largest bass I’ve ever seen.   Bruce 
picked it out of the reeds right when the 
line pops off the lure.  Lucky me and the 
fish-it gets released without the lure.  
Yellow and white lilies are still blooming 
and the bulrushes are in flower as well.  
Three kids are yelling and splashing and 
shoving each other into the lake just to 
add the right background sounds to an-
other beautiful time on the water. 

Aug. 18th or thereabouts-Our neighbor’s 
son and a friend were out fishing Wabedo 
at night.  They thought it was getting  
stormy and saw lightening in the West.  
Shortly thereafter the friend’s fishing 
pole guides glowed with a greenish light.  
They quickly headed to shore.  Remem-
ber, your fishing pole is a lightening rod 
and you are the highest object on the 
lake. 

Sept. 1st. - Wind from the south blowing 
up heat.  Lake level near lowest of the 
summer even after plus 2 inches of rain 
last week.  Hoping for less wind for the 
upcoming muskie tourney. 

Sept 7th- 7:00 am Friday of the muskie 
tourney and only 27 hours of fishing until 
the finish Sunday at 10:00 am .  1 ½ 
inches of rain yesterday to help the lake 
level.  Weather cooler but some ‘smoke 
clouds’ and fog off the warmer water.  
Long day casting and looking at all the 
shoreline. Compliments to those owners 
who have a natural looking frontage- so 
pretty from the lake.  A few fish seen and 
some big bass and small northerns 
caught.  One of our group-Jeff caught a 
46 inch muskie on Little Boy.  Tired and 
hungry for supper at 8:00 pm. 

Sept 8th- Sat early morning O.K. Counted 
about two dozen turkey vultures roosting 
on the Wabedo Is.  Watched a bald eagle 
chase a single duck in the air while the 
duck took evasive flight and set down 
fast in the reeds. Duck lived. Rice upright 
and ripening in the channel between Wa-
bedo and Little Boy.  From midmorning 
until 7:00 pm quitting time on and off 
rain with enough wind to bring a chill. 
Joe our son caught two muskies - a 45 
inch in Wabedo and a 41 inch in Little  
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April 21-Ice off Wabedo after an over-
night rain of 1/4 inch. 

May 12-Walleye opener-light E wind , 
low 50's water temp the same.B. Caught 
one walleye, one northern and congratu-
lated a woman and her boat partners for 
releasing a 29" walleye. (Remember you 
can register releases at Little Boy Resort, 
Ponderosa and Pinedale Resort and get a 
nice hat) 

May 20 - 36 degrees at 7:00 am ouch, 2nd 
day we’ll need a fire.  Walleye fishing 
only for the brave or foolish-Bruce is out 
there. 

May 21-On the lake with E wind and no 
fish biting.  Almost all the trees have 
leafed out dominating the pines and 
spruces now. Several vultures have re-
turned and are soaring over the Wabedo 
Island.  Walleye hint-follow Bud and 
Tom’s boat. 

May 24- Aspen cotton coming down like 
snow and getting hung up on the mono 
fishing lines.  Usually means the crappies 
are in the shallows.  More vultures nest-
ing on a dead tree on the island. 

May 25 - Meeting of association of Cass 
County Lakes.  Bought two water sam-
pling tubes.  Will get the secchi disk guys 
to take samples 2 x’s a month and send to 
RMB lab. 

May 31- Hope to see the 2nd full moon of 
the month a Blue moon.  Too bad 
Muskies aren’t open-good time to catch 
and release a trophy. 

May 28,29, 30 and June 1 and 2, about 3 
l/2 inches of rain, brought the lake level 
up that many inches as well. 

June 10- Rare, still morning on the lake 
after many days of wind and several 
power outages due to trees blown over. 
Wild rice laying green on the Water 
channel between Wabedo and Little Boy. 
Early June- Bruce caught a walleye about 
26 inches with a green hook still in its 
mouth.  After he released it he told Bud 
Anderson and Bud said “I caught that fish 
too” Besides the hook it had a distinct 
hump with a mark on its back making it 
easily identifiable-plus walleyes aren’t 
that bright and most people can catch 
them, not like the musky, a much brighter 
fish. 

June 13- Nice evening 75 degrees, light 
wind, water temp 76 degrees out on the 
lake for some casual muskie fishing using a 
smaller muskie bait, the Mepps musky kil-
ler.  Caught a big smallmouth bass, a rock-
bass, and a nice slot-sized 27 inch northern 
all on the Mepps lure.  No fish to clean and 
entertained by dragon flies helicoptering 
around the boat and landing on my sleeve.  
Surprised that the yellow water lilies are 
blooming-seems early. 

June 21- seeing no baby loons but the loons 
are very “talkative”.  Seems to be pairs in 
all the bays.  White water lily blooming in 
the channel. Cow Parsley along the wet 
ditches. 

June 26-Taking lake depth at Little Boy 
Bridge on Hwy 54. Big patch of poison ivy, 
yarrow and wild geranium blooming.  Nice 
to see the yellow and white striped mon-
arch caterpillars eating on milkweeds.  Will 
have to check for chrysalis next week. 
Seems to be more butterflies this year. 

July 5th- Clear calm 65 degrees at 7:00 am, 
water temp 75 degrees, very clear. Used top 
water for muskies, no follows but perfect 
fishing-hardly anyone else on the lake. 

July 16th- 7:00 pm light wind, 75 degrees 
with water temp the same again perfect for 
casting for bass.  Water clear and weed 
beds full of small fish.  Nothing caught but 
only a few pontoons on the lake.  Very 
peaceful. 

July 20- Tried out our son’s yellow kayak.  
Almost sitting at water level with a paddle 
one person can go so easily.  Crossed to the 
secret pond and found Such shallow water 
the lily pads were in clumps like crops.  
Also a dead fawn floating-it looks like he 
tried to cross the pond and got stuck, the 
muck must have proved too tiring. Not 
pleasant in the too shallow pond.  The nar-
rows better paddling and against the wind 
the kayak goes thru the bulrushes near 
shore.  The narrow leafed cattails have both 
the male and female flower parts on - later 
the top male part will drop off. 

July 26- 80 degree air temps and 80 degree 
water temps, 7 pm after a thunderstorm 
Caught nice bass, and a northern to eat.  
The less that 24 inch size is just perfect for 
a meal for two.  Half dozen loons grouped 
up and several dozen gulls.  Only a few 
other boats on the lake.

A homeowner called CO Neil Freborg

pick up an eagle that had flown into her 
house and died.

The camouflaged hunter spotted 
Sommers and was able to elude him, 
slipping out of the woods and into his 
vehicle. Sommers eventually located the 
vehicle at a remote cabin. When ques-
tioned, the suspect admitted to placing 15 
pounds of corn on the site.

CO Mike Martin (International Falls) 
assisted the city of Big Falls with a com-
plaint where two hunters field dressed 
and butchered a bear on a picnic table in 
the city park. The hunters then deposited 
the entrails in the park’s outhouse. The 
city was concerned as this is an area to 
stay overnight while trail riding and 
horses are often spooked by the smell of 
a bear. The hunters were located and 
agreed to have the outhouse and picnic 
table cleaned. 

NOT THE BEST WAY TO INTRO-
DUCE YOUTH TO GROUSE HUNT-
ING 

CO Don Bozovsky (Hibbing) reported a 
grouse hunter had three youth passengers 
on his ATV (all under 7-years-old) with 
another youth driving a second ATV 
with a shotgun. The problem was none of 
them had helmets, there were too many 
passengers, one ATV was unregistered 
and the youth was too young to drive. 
Not a good way to introduce youth into 
grouse hunting. Enforcement action was 
taken. 
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Loon Count 2007 

Little Boy- monitored by Ron Stokes-
bary - 15 adults were sighted and 4 
chicks.  The highest number of adults 
seen was 21. 

Wabedo – monitored by Bud Anderson - 
14 adults were sighted and 1 chick. Ten 
loons were in a group in the middle ba-
sin, saw two chicks in the spring but only 
one during the count. 

Rice Lake – monitored by Ann & Otto 
Geisbauer - 1 adult was sighted - two 
were seen in the spring but only one in 
July. 

Cooper lake - We need a volunteer. 

Loons' Lives are Filled with Fun 
Facts.  For example:  

· The bones of most birds are hollow 
and light, but loons have solid bones. 

· The extra weight helps them dive as 
deep as 250 feet to search for food. They 
can stay underwater for up to five min-
utes. 

· Because their bodies are heavy rela-
tive to their wing size, loons need a 100- 
to 600-foot "runway" in order to take off 
from a lake. 

· Loons can fly more than 75 miles 
per hour. 

· The red in the loon's eye helps it to 
see under water. 

· Scientists think loons can live for 30 
years or more. 

Did You Know ?  

Minnesota has about 12,050 loons. 

Loons start to nest from the middle to the 

end of May.  They generally lay 2 eggs 
which will hatch 27 to 29 days later.  
Loon eggs are 3 inches long with an olive 
green shell with dark spots. 

Loon parents will leave the nest if water-
craft comes within 500 feet of the nest.  
This leaves the nest without warmth or 
protection from predators. 

Young chicks are not waterproof!  They 
need to be able to climb on their parents’ 
back to stay warm and dry.  Young chicks 
are also very buoyant and can’t dive very 
quickly or very deep. 

Loon Information  

Minnesota's state bird, the common loon, 
is more at home 
in the water than 
on land. Built 
like a torpedo, it 
swims under 
water in search 
of prey. Minne-
sota has more 
common loons 
than any other 
state except 

Alaska.  

General description:  Larger than a mal-
lard but smaller than a goose, this water 
bird has a thick neck and a long, black 
bill. Its legs are set far back on its body, 
so it has an awkward gait on land. The 
male is slightly larger than the female, but 
otherwise the two sexes look identical.  

Weight: Adult loons weigh 8 to 12 
pounds.  

Color:The common loon has a black bill 
and a red eye. In summer it is a spotty 
black and white with a black/iridescent 
green head. In fall a "winter coat" that's 
gray above and white below replaces its 
summer plumage. 

Sounds: The common loon has four calls. 
The tremolo, which sounds a bit like ma-
niacal laughter, is an aggressive call. The 
wail is a long, drawn-out sound. The 
hoot, a shorter call, is used to communi-
cate among parents and young. The yodel 
is sounded by male loons guarding their 
territory.  

Reproduction: Loons don't begin breeding 
until they are three or four years old. The 

male chooses a territory and attracts a 
mate. Together the male and female 
build a nest out of reeds and grasses on 
the edge of the water. They take turns 
incubating the one to two eggs the fe-
male lays. After 28 to 30 days blackish 
brown chicks emerge from the eggs, 
soon ready for a swim. One of the ways 
parents care for their young is to carry 
them on their backs to keep them safe 
from fish and turtle predators. Young 
loons don't fly until they are more than 
two months old.  

Food: Loons like fish - panfish, perch, 
ciscoes, suckers, trout, bullheads, smelt, 
and minnows. They also may eat frogs, 
leeches, crayfish, mollusks, salamanders, 
amphipods, and insects.  

Predators: Adult loons rarely are eaten 
by other animals (except bald eagles), 
but their young can fall prey to skunks, 
raccoons, foxes, snapping turtles, north-
ern pike, and muskies.  

Habitat and range: Loons are found on 
lakes throughout central and northeastern 
Minnesota. In September, Minnesota's 
adult loons travel to their winter home 
along the Atlantic coast from North 
Carolina south to Florida, or on the Gulf 
of Mexico. Younger loons follow a 
month or so later. 

DITCH THE MOWER: 

Consider not cutting the right away areas 
along the road and driveway until late 
summer.  Once a year cutting will  

encourage natural vegetation and wild-
flowers.

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Lake Levels 2007-MJB 

Levels on headwaters lakes are down, 
says the U.S. Army Corps of engineers.  
The culprits are the usual suspects-lack 
of rain and unusually warm weather.  
The result is some of the lowest levels 
since 1988.  As of July 23, Leech, at 
Federal Dam was down 4.9 inches.  The 
corps reduced the water discharge to the 
lowest allowable level to help stabilize 
lake elevations-which include our lakes. 

For Little Boy, Wabedo, Cooper and  
Rice we have only one standardized lake 

level gauge at the Little Boy Bridge on 
Hwy. 54.  Water depth was normal at the 
beginning of Spring.  We had some late 
snowfalls so that brought up the level 
from a low in the Fall ‘06. 

Between May 28 and June 2 we got 3 ½ 
inches of rain and the lake level re-
bounded three inches.  July 2nd. We had 
another 2 inches of rain but by July 10th.  
We had a drop in level like last year.  The 
only significant rain came July 26, 1/12 
inches, then another 2 inches in late

This year RMB lab of Detroit Lakes 
analyzed our water samples from Little 
Boy and Wabedo.

Chloro-
phyll-a, and total phosphorus within 
expected range for a mesotrophic lake 
(moderately clear water) 

Wabedo NE. Basin - Bud Anderson 
Water clarity the clearest in 12 years, 
averaging 11 ft, normally about 9 feet.  

Wabedo SW Basin - Mike Plotnik Over-

all clarity best in a few years, clarity 
average 10.5 feet.  Chlorophyll-a & 
phosphorus within expected range for a 
mesotrophic lake. 

Cooper Lake - Dianne Hipsher 
11.9 foot average within the nor-
mal clear range for Cooper Lake.

August and 1 3/4 inches early in Septem-
ber. Not enough rain to get the level 
above the low we had last summer.  It’s 
enough to just get through the channel 
between Wabedo and Little Boy. (If you 
don’t mind scraping a few rocks). 

Check out the Boy River coming out of 
Girl Lake right in town.  The first time 
the river bed is dry.  Combination of low 
water and a beaver dam. So, until next 
year pray for rain and a good snow 
cover.

“Excessive, poorly designed outdoor 
lighting wastes electricity, imperils hu-
man health and safety, disturbs natural 
habitats, and, increasingly, deprives many 
of us of a direct relationship with the 
nighttime sky, which throughout human 
history has been a powerful source of 
reflection, inspiration, discovery, and 
plain old jaw-dropping wonder.”
